HER 21 Scheme: Local Heritage List Project Summaries
English Heritage (EH) has committed to increasing the role of local lists in managing aspects of the local historic environment as part of the Heritage Protection Reform (HPR) agenda. In recognition of the importance of local listing, EH is currently producing a good practice guide that will assist local planning authorities and their communities to identify heritage assets that can be included on a local heritage list.

Planning Policy Statement (PPS) 5: Planning for the Historic Environment also highlights the importance of non-designated heritage assets to the character of the historic environment. PPS 5 specifically advises that, in collecting and collating the evidence base for plan-making, LPAs should consider compiling a ‘local list’ of heritage assets in partnership with the local community. 

A key factor in ensuring the success of local listing is making sure that the information underpinning the list is readily accessible to both the LPA and wider community. Currently this is best achieved through the inclusion of the local list, and the information supporting it, on the relevant Historic Environment Record (HER). By providing access to the information supporting local lists the HER can play a vital role in:
· raising the profile of locally listed assets in the planning system, especially when linked to the relevant LPA’s planning application system

· helping to identify local heritage assets (from other parts of the HER) that may qualify for local listing 

· ensuring that the community is given as much opportunity as possible to be involved in the development of their local list

The three projects outlined in this summary are concerned with exploring the various ways in which local list information can be integrated within the HER.
